Do Unto Others #1 Rule!  5 mph please!  Our roads are used by 

people, pets and kiddos in addition to vehicles! Speeds over 5 mph are 
dangerous and also cause dust and more noise than we realize.  Please be 
considerate AND safe and stick to 5 mph!   

 

 

Save your neighborõs nose and help us too! The EPA requires us to have all RVs 

connect to our septic system with a 90 degree bayonet coupler sewer connection (similar to 
one shown here). These devices positively seal sewer gas and are easy to connect.  If you do 
not have one, we have some at the office or you can pick one up at various RV service centers 
or supply houses.

ü THE BIRD BATH  is convenient to the Hummingbird Park (Pull Thru spaces) and has a 

washer & dryer, huge walk in shower and ADA restroom and wicker rocking chairs on the 
front porch.

ü Showering in The  Roost?  To circulate more air, please turn on the A/C unit and also 

the vent switch in bathroom.  This combination will suck dry, cool air into bathroom and 
help reduce humidity/condensation.  

With so many folks using both showers each day, it is impossible to 

clean after each use.  We highly recommend wearing flip/flops or other 

suitable shoes and/or spraying floor with provided Lysol spray before

We hate saying ȬÎÏȭ 
but in the interest of ALL guest & residents, we reserve the right to require the removal of 
items.   

 

GOPHERS:   You may have noticed the mounds of dirt throughout the park.  These are 

caused by gophers.  They are a real nuisance and can cause some twisted ankles.  Please use 
caution when walking and feel free to kill or trap the darn gophers! 

 

YOUR RV & VEHICLES :  In keeping with a clean park philosophy, please feel free to 

wash your RV or vehicle.  You may want to use a Ȱ9ȱ ÃÏÎÎÅÃÔÏÒ ÆÏÒ ÙÏÕÒ ×ÁÔÅÒ ÃÏÎÎÅÃÔÉÏÎȟ ÓÏ 
you can attach an additional hose for various purposes.  Power-washers can cause damage to 
your RV and seals, so brushes, sponges and chamois are the recommended method.  Paul and 
Chris (space #21) will wash your vehicle or RV for very reasonable rates.  If you want to do your 
own, you may want to ask them for advice. 

 
TELEPHONE & DSL :  During construction, Somewhere provided for personal (direct 

billed) telephones and/or DSL.  If you want to have your own telephone or DSL account, 
contact AT&T at 1-800-288-2020.  You will need to provide our address and your lot number 
and set the billing up in your name.   You can also use the same AT&T number to apply for 
LifeLine and/or LinkUp America services (which are discounted rates available to low income, 

disabled, etc.)  CELLULAR OUT OF ORDER?   Come by and use our office phone for 

emergencies or short local calls.
